Attend to any ill or injured passengers.  If medical care is needed, see that they are taken to 
nearest medical facility.

2.
Place reflectors or emergency flashers as appropriate.  If vehicle has to be moved, mark the location (from back of tire) with chalk.

3.
Instruct passengers to exit vehicle, when appropriate, using the buddy system.

4.
Group uninjured passengers together in an area safe from oncoming traffic to await instructions and/or new pick-up.  Campers must be supervised by an adult at all times.

5.
Contact Camp Director or above emergency contacts in the order listed.

6.
Obtain names, addresses, and telephone numbers of any witnesses.

7.
Obtain location where any police reports will be filed.
