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Chocolate and Vanilla (Unusual Talent Contest) 

Overview: The team that receives the most number of points for this Unusual Talent Contest wins. 

 

This is a spontaneous team talent contest that takes no prep work … only guts. 

1. Divide the large group into four (4) teams (use a random method). 

2. The groups have to think of a name for themselves. 

3. Appoint three (3) staff judges. 

4. Tell the teams that you, the Game Leader, will announce a category or task. They will have to choose one 

team member to perform that category or task in front of the judges. 

5. Give the teams a short amount of time to choose their performers. 

6. Only one (1) Camper can perform per team unless indicated otherwise. No one can go twice until 

everyone has had a turn (or who wants a turn). 

 

Scoring: 

1. Judges will announce a winner of a “round.” That winner will receive three (3) points and all the remaining 

contestants will receive one (1) point. 

2. Appoint one of the judges to keep overall score. 

 

Categories/Tasks 

1. Sing in an opera voice 

2. Jump the highest in the air 

3. Make an arm fart 

4. Curl your tongue 

5. Give the scariest scream 

6. Make the scariest face 

7. Make the silliest face 

8. Bust out a cool, random dance move 

9. Stand on one foot contest 

10. (This needs two Campers per team) Act out a pretend conversation, argument, etc. 

11. Look surprised 

12. Look frightened 

13. Imitate Someone from camp (a staff member) 

14. Pretend you are surfing in the ocean on a surf board 

15. Pretend you are brushing your teeth in front of the mirror 

16. Sing the ABCs like a rock star 

17. Sing the ABCs like the saddest song in the world 

18. Fake cry 

19. Fake laugh 

20. Sing a note the longest (without taking a breath). Game Leader will say, “On your mark, get set, go …” 

21. Take a pretend shower 

22. Moon walk, Gangnam style dance, running man dance, or whatever! 

23. Make up your own contest … it just has to be appropriate!
