What to Include

NOTE:  For each standard or area under review, please attach a separate sheet with the following information:

1. Standard or area to be reviewed
2. Action desired

3. Rationale

Any documentation that supports your requests should also be attached.

The Process

The Local Office Standards Committee has the authority to correct scoring errors and request a re-scoring. Questions about meeting the intent of the standard or requests for waiver of any standard or area must be decided by the National Standards Commission. This may be done only after the Local Office has completed its review and made a recommendation.

It is very important that you be specific in your request and clear in your rationale. Sometimes scoring errors are made, or camps feel they are meeting the intent of the standard although not meeting the "letter" of the standard as worded. See the back of this page for examples. 

Submit one copy of this form to your Local Office Standards Chairperson with the supporting documentation, and one copy of the form itself to the ACA Administrative Office, 5000 State Road 67 North, Martinsville, IN 46151-7902.
A Request for Review must specify action desired and the rationale for requesting that action.  
See below for examples of desired action and rationale for request. These are only examples of requests and are not necessarily requests that would result in any change in scoring.

Examples of Rationale and Desired Action
Change "No" to "Yes" for standard ST.11.1. All riding is conducted under the direct supervision of the riding director, who has first aid certification. She could not find the card at the time of the visit but has since obtained a duplicate copy from the local Red Cross chapter (copy enclosed). 

Or

Change "No" to "Yes" for standard ST.11.1. Although a staff person with first aid certification is not always present at the riding ring, the Health Lodge is less than 50 yards away, and the nurse or her assistant is always available there. We feel we meet the intent of the standard by having certified persons readily available in case of emergency. 
Score entire Tripping section DNA. The trips conducted by the camp do not meet ACA's definition of tripping (only one night) and should not have been scored.

Waive standard ST.27.1. Our camp is very small and all staff are supervised by the director. We do not have staff who supervises other staff.

Written Documentation

Be sure to include any written documentation that supports your request.  NOTE: Written documentation required by the standards must have been in existence at the time of the visit to be considered in changing a score. Materials written after the visit can certainly supplement and improve a camp's operation, but they cannot change the scoring of a standard that required written documentation at the time of the visit.

The local office Standards Committee will review the information and make a recommendation to the Local Council of Leaders or the Affiliate Office Board (see the Guide to Local Office Review and National Appeal for a complete description of procedures).
